Parent Policies
Moms Day Out at JamesRiver
James River Assembly

1. Moms Day Out will meet on Wednesdays from 9:30 am to 2:30 pm. Children
from 18 month — Pre — K are accepted. Elementary room available for K — 5t
grade.

2. Advanced registration and payment is required. Class size is limited and operates
on a first come first serve basis.

3. There will be a $5.00 fee charged if your child is unable to attend his/her reserved
Moms Day Out spot. Cancelations need to by made by 12:00 pm on Tuesday; the
full $20.00 amount will be due if manager hasn’t received cancelation notice by
designated time.

4. Moms Day Out is canceled when Springfield Public Schools are canceled.

5. Children, who show signs of illness such as temperature or diarrhea, cannot be
accepted for the day. Children must be fever, diarrhea and vomit free for at least
24 hours before acceptable to come.

6. The teacher/caregiver is restricted from giving medication to any child. Diaper
ointment furnished by the parent will be administered every diaper change.

7. Parents will provide their child’s diapers and change of clothes. Only disposable
diapers may be used.

8. Please label all of your child’s belongings, including diaper bags, bottles, dishes,
Bte

9. Children should be dressed appropriately for the weather. The use of a secure
outdoor playground at playtime is common. In temperatures less than 50 degrees
we will not go outside.

10. Children should bring their own lunches. Please do Not include items that require
heating. Ice water will be provided for lunch time drink. Drinks that require
refrigeration are not allowed.

11. Moms Day Out will not be in session in month of July. Spring Break will be
observed the same week as Springfield public schools spring break.

12. Children should be brought and picked up by the parent or authorized individual
responsible. If someone other than a parent is to pick up the child teachers and
director should be notified in advance who will be picking up the child. The
unauthorized individual will be required to show identification and have a
password provided by the parent in the registration information.

13. A security system, called parent pager, will be used to check the children in and
out of class, upon enrollment parents will scan their finger id for self check in
purposes at a computer kiosk.

14. Enrolled children and their teacher/caregiver are the only persons permitted in the
class. This policy will provide greater safety for the children.

15. There is a $5.00 late fee if a child is NOT picked up by 2:30 PM.
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
